Vilnius International Airport is located in the southern part of the city and is less than
15 minutes away from the city centre / old town.

Central Bus and Train Stations are located in a short distance from the old town / city

centre and can be easily reached on foot.

It is made up of bus and trolleybuslines.

The extensive network of public transport
connects each of the city’s districts and is easy to
navigate. Timetables are available at every stop.

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Shared Mobility

Bike, car and e-scooter sharing systems are great
for getting around the city, and both services are
popular with locals and city guests: Dropbyke,
Cyclocity, Citybee, Bolt, Spark.

Ride hailing apps offer another simple and
userfriendly way to get around the city quickly, and
these services are relatively inexpensive compared

to other cities: Bolt, eTaxi.
